For 2008 we were able to maintain our April date 
at Earl Warren, and we preserved our July date 
for 2009 by moving that show to the lovely Mission 
Pacific Equestrian Centre.   The basic rule is òif 
you donõt use the date, you lose it.ó  We were very 
fortunate, after significant effort and negotiations 
with USEF on Ginaõs part, to maintain our May 
show date for 2009.  In conclusion, we are happy 
to announce that we have the option of returning 
all three of our 4 -STAR shows to Earl Warren in 
2009.  

In addition, we have broadened your opportunity 
to earn qualifying scores in the  SB CDS Champi-
onship series by adding two El Capitan Shows and 
the November Win Fall Dressage at Earl Warren.
